The three-year delivery plan for maternity and neonatal services recognises that although there has been investment to increase the midwifery establishment, we need to continue to build our pipeline, one route to consider is for adult nurses to undertake a shortened midwifery programme.  In early 2022, a funding offer was agreed to support places for adult nurses on the shortened midwifery course across England.  The recent publication of the NHS long term workforce plan  commits to continuing funding the shortened midwifery course for registered nurses. This provides registered nurses with a training programme to become registered midwives and will lead to the registration of over 1,000 more midwives by 2026.

The current funding offer for programmes is:

· A consistent salary support offer for all students aligned to the mid-point of AFC band 5 (including on-costs for the organisation)
· A tuition fee contribution of up to £9,250 per student per annum, pro rata for the length of the course
· Placement providers will receive funding for placement activity in line with the published tariff rate for clinical placement activity.

The programme usually takes 2 years to complete.  The length of time required to complete the programme will be established during any interviews or discussions you have with your university and the placement provider.   When you qualify, you’ll be able to register with the Nursing and Midwifery Council (NMC) as a registered midwife.
